5) The organisers reserve the right to refuse or refund entries.

6) Any objection must be lodged at the secretary’s box within 15
minutes of the end of the class with a deposit of £10. The panel’s
decision is final. If the objection is over- ruled, the deposit is not
refundable.

7) All competitors MUST, when mounted, wear riding hats to the current
BSEN1384 minimum standard fitted with a three point harness.
Penalty for not obeying this rule is elimination. Hair must not hang
below collar.

8) No galloping is allowed outside the ring(s).

9) We advise wearing a back protector at all times when mounted at all
shows and events, although this is not compulsory.

10) All DOGS must be kept on a lead and under control at ALL TIMES
unless securely left inside vehicles.

Remember dogs will die if left in hot cars

11) In the event of cancellation by RFRC, 80% of entry fee will be
refunded.

12) Competitors eliminated or retiring must leave the course/ring at a walk
and may not jump after retiring.

13) No refunds without producing either Doctor or Vet Certificate.

14) Photographer Attending — if you do not wish your child to be
photographed, please notify Secretary upon Entry.

15) Please DO NOT muck out your lorry/trailer onto showground, penalty
for doing so is £10
